The teachers have been preparing very hard 
for the student’s return and we are hosting a number of orientations and open houses so 
our students and families are ready for the big day.  Please keep everyone in your 
thoughts and prayers throughout the new 2009-10 school year. 

 PRESCHOOL/STAY N’ PLAY ENROLLMENT:  Preschool enrollment continues to 
be accepted for children 4 years of age.  Enrollment into Spanish language classes is 
currently being accepted for the upcoming school year.  Stay n’ Play is available for 
childcare Monday-Friday for 3-5 year olds.  Registration for the 2009-2010 Stay n’ Play 
year was on August 20.
